Sports for all – India has gained momentum 
The season 2013-14 remained busy with participation of people of different categories in sports for all activities. 

1. Children Sports Festival was held on -15-16 December 2013- at Amravati in the campus of Hanuman Vyayam Prasarak Mandal (Premier Institute of Physical Education) - About 2000 children participated in various sporting events and enjoyed sense of participation and achievement.  

2. Tribal Rally and Cultural Fest
India is having preserved the tribal and aborigine culture with varied folk dances and traditional sports. Recently the huge rally of tribal youths was held at Amravati on 2nd January 2014 with record participation of about 5000 youths (Boys and Girls) in their traditional colorful attire and ornaments. 3. Sports for Differently Abled Children
    A special State level sports festival for differently abled children was held on 3-5 January 2014 at Amravati. About 3000 children inclusive of blind, deaf & dumb, single or multiple handicapped and mentally disabled participated from 36 districts of Maharashtra State.  Events like running, shot put, long jump, javelin throw, etc in track & field, swimming and chess were the items of competition amongst different age and sex groups. 
4. Traditional Sports Festival:

       Traditional Sports Festival is recently concluded at HVP Mandal Amravati in 8-10 January 2014. Hundreds of students and youths deprived of high level sports competitions had participated with sense of satisfaction and achievement that was reflected on their faces. 
Fire works of Gymnastics:

It was for the first time that exercises on traditional Indian Pole- called “Mallakhamb” were displayed at the ‘Firework of Gymnastics throughout Germany along with display of such gymnastics groups of different countries. The event was organized by the local agency of Germany. The programme was lasted for a period of month (Dec. 22, 2013- January 23,2014. Sports men experts in the skills of Malkhamb were invited from HVP Mandal Amravati.
